NBCUniversal is committed to reducing our waste. On the Universal Lot, waste is separated into three streams
by using color-coded bins and liners: blue for recycling, green for compost and black for landfill. To learn more
watch the video, or read below.

All three-stream bins follow the same pattern:

How it works: The three collection bins have matching trash liners. When janitorial empties the bins, they place the
liners into the correct colored dumpster. Then three different trucks empty them to bring the materials to separate
destinations. Please contact your office manager to purchase additional bins if needed.
